SCHOOL BUS STOP SECURITY — STUDENT HANDOUT

The Dangers are Real

School bus stops are usually very safe places for
students, but in today’s world, dangers do exist. Sadly,
violence, gang activity and abductions have happened
at or near school bus stops. And, the potential exists
for a terrorist act involving school buses.

It is important for students to be aware of possible
dangers at school bus stops, and to know what to do if
you see someone or something that seems suspicious.

The information in this handout is not intended to
frighten you; hopefully, the 3 STEPS TO SAFETY
will help you stay safe at and near your bus stop.

STEP # 1: BE AWARE OF DANGERS
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Richmond Child, 11, Reports Attempted Abduction

RICHMOND -- Deputies are on the look out for a man accused of
attempting to abduct an 11-year-old boy Jan. 17.

The Fort Bend County Sheriff’s Office said the boy was running to
catch the bus around 8:45 a.m. in the Pecan Grove subdivision at
Spanish Forest Lane and Old South Road when a silver, two-door
convertible pulled up next to him.

The driver, described to have black, curly hair and a moustache,
offered the boy a ride to school. He refused, and then deputies said
the man offered to take him to the next bus stop. The boy ran home. ..

® First, be aware that these and other dangers can exist at or near the school bus stop:

violence; abductions; bullying; hijacking

STEP # 2: KNOW WHAT TO WATCH FOR:

® Suspicious people; odd behavior
Strangers hanging around the stop
Strangers offering you a ride
Someone taking pictures
