PURPOSE:
To provide the school district direction on preventing slips, trips and falls to students, school employees and visitors.  

STANDARDS – NEEDED FOR:

1. Inspection procedures, frequency, documentation and follow-up.

2. When and where to place wet floor and caution signs.
3. Walk off mat procedures.

4. Selecting proper floor cleaning and finishing products.

               (Consider the surface and the coefficient of friction needed).

5. Maintenance practices and frequency.

6. Spill clean up preparedness and practices.

7. Reporting slips, trips and falls.

8. Recordkeeping on maintenance procedures used, products, names of people doing tasks, date and time of maintenance.

9. Proper footwear.

POST ACCIDENT HANDLING FOR SLIPS, TRIPS and FALLS:
1. Educate school staff in procedures to follow if employee, student or visitor slips, trips or falls.

2. Give attention to “victim”.  Offer to call for medical assistance.

3. Note condition of person’s shoes, sole and heel.

4. Look for possible slip, trip, fall hazards.

5. Look for behavioral signs of alcohol, vision problems, etc.

6. Get names and addresses of witnesses.

7. Complete a detailed accident report as soon after the accident as possible.
